











Appendix D: Camp product samples containing heavy metals

1. Daw Tway’s ‘Go Mo Dah’ infant remedy (front and back of package shown):
Used in first 6 months of life for a variety of issues. Taken orally or topically.

Samples tested in March 2009 contained 525 ppm lead and 24,500 ppm arsenic.

2. Daw Kyin’s “Wonotsay’ (front and back of package shown): Used for
constipation in children.
Samples tested in March 2009 contained 26,500 ppm arsenic.
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3. Red cooking powder: Unlabeled, but likely same as ‘Asay Mo’ (Burmese) or ‘Mo
He Gamoo’ (Karen).

Sample tested in March 2009 contained 395 ppm lead.
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4. Cooking pot purchased at a market in Nupo camp, brand “Na Myein Pya”.

Sample tested in March 2009 contained 801 ppm lead.
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
